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SMALL WILD MAMMALS NATURALLY INFECTED WITH
SCHISTOSOMA MANSONI

PRELIMINAR

Cavig aperea aperea (Erxleben, 1777),
Holochilus brasiliensis leucogaster
(Brandt, 1827) and Lutreolina sp., small
wild mammals, captured in the municipa-
lities of Taubaté, Americana and Pauli-
nia, State of S. Paulo, Brazil, were
found to be naturally infected with Schis-
tosoma mansoni. Viable eggs of the para-
site were detected in the feces of both
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Holochilus b. leucogaster and Lutreolina
sp. As the complete cycle was obtained,
the schistosome is now being maintained
at laboratory conditions,

Ecological, pathological and parasitolo-
gical researches are in progress.

NOTA PREVIA

Nos municipios de Taubaté, Americana
e Paulinia, Estado de Sao Paulo, Brasil,
foram encontradas infec¢fes naturais por
Schistosoma mansoni em pequenos ma-
miferos silvestres das espécies Cavia ape-
rea aperea (Erxleben, 1777), Holochilus
brasiliensis leucogaster (Brandt, 1827) e
Lutreolina sp.

POde-se observar a presenca de ovos

vidveis nas fezes de Holochilus b. leuco-
gaster e Lutreolina sp.

Em vista disso, obteve-se o ciclo com-
pleto e o parasita estd sendo mantido em
condicGes de laboratdrio. Estdo sendo
levadas a efeito investigacbes ecoldgicas,
patoldgicas e parasitolégicas.
