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Estudo tedrico, cujo objetivo € elaborar o ciclo da informagao
do objeto etnografico da colecdo do Museu Paraense Emilio
Goeldi (MPEG), situado no Paré (Brasil), a partir dos conceitos
de ‘documento’ e ‘informagao’, numa visdo interdisciplinar do
processo de transferéncia e de disseminagdo da informacio.
Consiste, assim, na busca pela compreensdo da organizagdo
da colecdo etnogréfica do MPEG em trés momentos distintos
de sua histéria, tendo como resultado a elaboracdo de
um quadro-matriz, no qual estdo identificadas, reunidas e
sistematizadas as informagdes registradas nos trés periodos
estudados (Nimuendaju, Galvdo e Velthem). A andlise
¢ finalizada pela construcdo de um modelo de ciclo de
informagdo do MPEG, que indica seis etapas para o processo
informacional e comunicacional do objeto etnogrifico,

refletindo, nesse percurso, sua trajetdria interdisciplinar.
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Theoretical approach aiming to analyze the informational
cycle of the ethnographic object in the collection of
Emilio Goeldi Museum of Pard, in Brazil, from an
interdisciplinary point of view of the process of transference
and dissemination of information. The study seeks to
understand the attributes of the terms ‘document’ and
‘information’ within a conceptual net, revealing the
organization of the ethnographic collection in three
different periods of the Museum history (during the terms
of Nimuendaju, Galvdo and Velthem), all identified by a
chart in a systematic way. The analysis is concluded with
the construction of a model of information cycle for Goeldi
Museum, which indicates six stages for the informational
and communicational process of the ethnographic object
reflecting, in its way, an interdisciplinary trajectory.
