Ao completar 30 anos, em 2008, a Revista
Brasileira de Fruticultura-RBF, recebe, como grande
prémio, sua indexacdo no ISI do SCIE( Science
Citation Index Expanded), o que vém complementar
as indexagdes ja obtidas no AGRIS, AGROBASE,
CAB e SCIELO, onde se encontra “on line” desde
2001, com excelentes indices de visitagdes, que vem
corroborar o conceito A-Nacional recebido junto a
CAPES-QUALIS e que a credencia a obter o tdo
desejado e merecido A-Internacional.

Com excelente penetragdo nacional,
recebendo trabalhos da area de fruticultura de todos
os estados brasileiros, a RBF credencia-se, a cada
dia, como o principal peridédico da fruticultura
brasileira, com boa penetracdo internacional, em
ampliacdo.

Na constante busca por melhor qualidade,
introduzimos mudangas graficas na edi¢do de abril
de 2007 e, preocupados em dar vazio ao crescente
numero de trabalhos recebidos, a partir de 2008, a
RBF passara a ser publicada trimestralmente.

Outro
ponto relacionado a esta pretendida conquista, foi a
publicagdo de revisdes de autores internacionais, com
reconhecido mérito cientifico.
